Irby Dash Route Instructions

1km Circular Loop

The route is in Irby, a small village on the outskirts of Grimsby in North East Lincolnshire, situated off the
A46 road, 1.5 miles south west of Laceby Village. This an easy-to-follow circular loop that shows off the
small but beautiful village of Irby.

The START is in front of the gates outside St Andrews Church in Irby, North East Lincolnshire DN37 7JR. The
Church Gates are opposite the parking layby on Old Main Road.

Parking: There is a parking layby in Irby opposite the Church Gates.
Bus Routes: Irby is not easily accessible by bus; The number 53 stops in Laceby a 25-minute walk away.

What3words for the START is: ///bump.youthful.bearable

St Andrews Church

START at the church gates opposite the layby on Old Main Road, keeping the Church on your right-hand
side head towards Church Lane and turn RIGHT onto it. Follow this road around as it veers right on to Walk
lane.

Continue to the next junction and turn right again back onto Old Main Road. Continue back to the Church
gates where you started. This is your FINISH.
